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glass engraving and cutting

KAMENICKÝ ŠENOV
This specialization is based on a good knowledge of drawing and sculptural modelling.
Participants can work either by applying the classical engraving technique onto blown glass blanks, which they can choose from the school stock or they can engrave sheet glass and print this plate using the so-called vitrography technique.

Engravings are done using copper, stone, or diamond wheels or with a flexible drive. Engraving techniques can be combined with glass cutting and sandblasting. Cutting is done in a very well equipped workshop. For their work students can use a variety of traditional machines as well as diamond-wheeled lathes. A belt grinder, angle hand grinders and a pedestal drilling machine are also available.
As blanks, students can use solid blocks or hollow shapes. It is also possible to apply glass slumping and fusing techniques.

In case of interest in the mould melted glass the students have either to send or bring a model and consult their designs with the workshop teachers in Kamenický Šenov at the latest by May 31, 2010.

The same applies to the glass slumping and fusing techniques.
