The workshop enables to produce various types of products such as rings, earrings, pendants, brooches, bangles and necklaces.

Each worktable is equipped with a basic tool kit:

· flat, round, pointed and semi-round pincers,
· standard tweezers, spring tweezers for use with flame,

· cutters,

· a hacksaw frame,

· large files, thin needle files of various profiles,

· a hammer,

· a mallet,

· a cutting bracket, 
· a steel measuring ruler,
· a soldering backing plate and a natural gas soldering gun, in case of interest a PB gun can be provided.

Also available are:

· tapered spindles of various thicknesses for rings and mountings,

· ring cutting machines,

· a manual rolling mill for flat strip and profiles,

· drawing dies of various profiles,

· bench drills,

· micro drills,

· tapered punches of various shapes,

· dapping plates/blocks,

· square and round section punches,

· alligator shears,

· a grinder,

· a screw press and engraving baby vices.

We use an environment-friendly pickling solution (Prenagol).

For the final surface finishing of jewellery there are at disposal emery grinders, polishers as well as a tumbler with steel balls of various sizes.

For the stone setting there are at disposal clamps, drivers, broaches, pin punches and engravers of various shapes and sizes which are used for bezels and the surface finishing of jewellery (flat surface engraving).

The precious metal used at the workshop is silver (Ag 925/000) processed into sheets and wires of various dimensions by rolling, drawing and stamping.

Standard machines for earrings, brooches and chains are available. If required, Tombac (MS80) in the form of sheets, ground plates as well as wires is used as common metal.

It is necessary to lodge requirements for stones from the Kozákov locality as soon as possible – at the latest by May 31, 2010.

We offer the stones in the form of natural plates (agates), table cuts and cabochons of various shapes (brown, green and red jasper, bloodstone).

The resulting jewellery can be used both as the designer studio jewellery and for the ordinary everyday use.
