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METAL ENGRAVING (WITH FOLLOWING PRINT)

Metal engraving is a classic handicraft representing a wide spectrum of areal and sculptural expression.

The workshop offers a non-traditional approach to engraving with a final outcome – printing and embossing.

The authors will work with negative engraving using both classical and nonclassical techniques (boring, cutting, planing, turning, using flexible drive, angular cutter).

The final work will be transferred by pressure to the paper and to the metal foil by embossing.

Aluminium and dural in the minimal thickness of 10 mm and diameter of 200 mm or 200 x 200 mm (eventually bigger or smaller) will be available.
